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“My child was diagnosed with ASD at 28 months. When | look back, she experienced difficulties in making eye contact
and responding to her name. She also seemed to lose interest in social interactions that she was once able to do quite
well. At some point, she started to become greatly interested and obsessed with specific parts of objects but was not
showing any interest in things her peers would be attracted to. She was even noticeably alienated from the other
children at the community center she used to go to. In terms of her communication skills, she was able to recite lines
from her favorite books, but she could not express her desires in more than a few simple words. In addition to her

troubles communicating, her over or under-sensitivities has made our lives difficult.

Following doctor’s orders, we initially received a combination of sensory integration therapy, speech therapy, and
play therapy. During this time, we happened upon ABA through a book by Dr, Ron Leaf. We sought out AP Korea
hoping to utilize her “golden time” and make sure that our child would receive the most professional and intensive
treatment

During the year and eight months of our time with AP Korea, there have been so many changes in my child. First of all,
within a few months, she was able to make her requests in sentences: “Mom (or Dad), give me (sth.).” Soon she was
not only able to ask for things but make other requests, answer simple questions, and maintain eye contact during
these little conversations.

My child used to be anxious about being separated from her mother for even a few seconds. Now, she’s not only
doing 1:1 sessions at the center but is also participating and concentrating in group sessions. She even seems to be
enjoying some parts of the lessons as well. My child is now able to do things that seemed impossible before - going
to the hair dresser, cutting finger nails, using chopsticks to eat, playing with toys appropriately, etc. Through this, my
family has been able to discover potentials and strengths that we didn’t know and slowly have been learning the best
way to treat her.

| understand that there will be a number of things that we still need to overcome. My child is making progress though
and with the help of AP Korea’s expertise and specialized programs, we look forward to greater progress. So, | hope,
in the near future, to see my child go to school independently; and ultimately, live a meaningful life doing what she
wants to do.”

At AP,
he’s learned how to be aware of his surroundings and his discovery of the joy in being able to do
things has made brighter and more at ease. He started by saying “Mom,” and now he can sing
non-stop and make request on his own. He also shows more interest in people. Even though he

started his intervention at a later age, | am so grateful to see his steady progress at AP.”
